TUITION AND EXTENDED SCHOOL CARE PAYMENT 
 

Tuition and Extended School Care payments may be made three 
ways: 

� Simply Giving – complete the enrollment form found in the of-
fice to have tuition payments automatically deducted monthly 
from your savings or checking account. 

� Pay Up Front – you may pay the entire tuition balance prior to 
the beginning of the school year. 

� Special Financial Agreement – you may set up a payment plan 
if there are special circumstances.  See our comptroller, Mrs. 
Paula Hess. 

Tuition and Extended School Care is considered late after the fifth 
business day of the month.  A late charge of $25.00 will be assessed 
for late tuition.  Returned checks are charged a NSF fee of $35.00.  If 
you are experiencing hardship, please contact the principal or con-
troller to discuss the circumstances and develop a payment plan. 

Credits are not given for absences/holidays from school.  This in-
cludes Extended School Care. 

If more than one child from a family is enrolled, a 10% tuition dis-
count is awarded. 

All balances must be paid in full before report card and transcripts 
will be mailed out. 

VISITORS 

All visitors to the campus are asked to sign in and out at the school 
office (300 Bldg.) and obtain a Visitor label or Volunteer badge. 

 



 

Under rights granted by law, any natural parent, guardian, individ-
ual acting as a parent in the absence of a parent or a guardian of a 
child at Cross of Christ, or a student who has reached eighteen (18) 
years of age or is attending an institution of post-secondary educa-
tion has the following rights, (unless the school has been provided 
with evidence that there is a court order, State statute, or legally-
binding document relating to such matters as divorce, separation, 
or custody that specifically revokes these rights): 

� The right to inspect his or her child's education records in the 
presence of the principal who will assist in the interpretation of 
data; 

� Request the amendment of the student's educational records to 
ensure that they are not inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in 
violation of the student's privacy or other rights; 

� All materials in the student's cumulative records (except direc-
tory information name, address, grade placement, birth date, 
participation in activities, honors received, dates of attendance) 
shall be confidential - accessible only to the parents or legal 
guardians, the professional staff of the school and to others 
who have legitimate educational interest as determined by the 
principal. A release form must be signed by the parent or 
guardian for the transfer of the transcript to another school. 

�  File with the U.S. Department of Education in complaint under 
34 C.F.R. 99.64 concerning alleged failures by the school to 
comply with the Educational Rights and Privacy Act. 

 
TOBACCO AND DRUG FREE CAMPUS

MISSION AND PURPOSE STATEMENT 
 

The mission of Cross of Christ Lutheran Church and School is to 
connect people to Jesus.

RELIGION 

 

Students have religion classes in which they study the Scriptures 
and apply the Word to their daily lives as well as learn what the 
Lutheran church believes. Other faiths are not belittled nor are stu-
dents encouraged to switch churches; however, students are en-
couraged to attend worship services regularly.  
 
 

SCHOOL OFFICE/PHONE USAGE 

 
Parents and students should use the school office phone and re-
spect the privacy in other areas of the office complex. Teacher per-
mission is required for a student to use the phone to make local 
phone calls. 

SCHOOL SUPPLIES 

 

At the start of the year, a class supply list is given to families for 
purchase prior to the beginning of the school year.   

SNACK POLICY 
 

Daily snack time provides an opportunity for helping students 
learn about health and nutrition.  Students in full day programs 
through kindergarten should provide a light, nutritious snack in 
addition to a sack lunch. Arizona regulation R-9-5-511 mandates 
that snacks be pre-packaged from stores and not homemade.   

Please note:  we are a peanut/nut sensitive school.

Individual academic records of each student are kept on file in the 
school office.  



 

PASSING REQUIREMENTS 

 

From preschool through grade 4, the teacher will make a recom-
mendation for retention or advancement on the basis of what the 
teacher feels is best for that child. The parents may or may not ac-
cept that recommendation. The principal will reserve the option to 
refuse advancement of a child to the next higher grade at Cross of 
Christ if the administrator feels it is not in that child's best interest. 

For grade 5, passing is based on the grades achieved. A student 
with below 60% average for the year in one major subject is re-
tained. Receiving a 60-69% average in two major subjects also re-
sults in retention. Major subjects include English, reading/
literature, social studies, math and science. (A grade of less than 
satisfactory in non-percentage or minor classes could contribute to 
retention.) 

PRESCHOOL/PRE-KINDERGARTEN ARRIVAL AND           
DISMISSAL PROCEDURES 

An adult must bring the child to the classroom and sign them in at 
the beginning of the day and pick up and sign the child out at the 
end of the day.  Licensing regulations require that you sign both 

your first and last name on the sign-in sheet.  Always let your 
child and their teacher know, in writing, if someone other than the 
regular adult is picking up the child at the end of the day.  The per-
son picking up must be listed on the blue State of AZ Health Form  
and on the Cross of Christ Emergency and Health Card.  Picture 
identification will be requested from anyone unknown to the re-
leasing teacher.  Please explain this to your family and friends. 

PLAYGROUND SAFETY 
 

Students will be supervised by Cross of Christ personnel during 
school hours and Extended School Care hours.  It is the responsibil-
ity of the parent to monitor their own child’s safety when they util-
ize our playground and facilities when school is not in session.

 GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

ACHIEVEMENT TESTS 
 

The Iowa Test of Basic Skills (ITBS) is administered to students in 
grades two through five and the Cognitive Abilities Test (CogAT) is 
administered to students in grades three and five.  These tests are 
given in the fall. Parents will be notified regarding the results of 
these tests. 

ACTIVITIES AND PROGRAMS 

 

Cross of Christ provides a caring Christian environment for our 
students.  Our program features daily devotions and religious in-
struction, core and non-core academic subjects, and after school 
programs.  Guest speakers occasionally are on campus to enhance 
the curriculum.  Our classrooms are staffed with a lead teacher in 
preschool with a ratio of 1:12, a lead teacher in prekindergarten 
with a ratio of 1:14, and a lead teacher in grades K-5 with a ratio of 
no more than 1:20.  Limited class sizes allow for individual nurtur-
ing to develop the children academically, socially, emotionally, and 
spiritually. 

ADMINISTRATION 
 

The school is owned and operated by Cross of Christ Lutheran 
Church. Final authority for the control of the school rests with the 
Congregational Assembly. 

To effectively carry out the purpose of the school, the Congrega-
tional Assembly delegates responsibility for operation of the school 
to the Cross of Christ School Board.  Board meetings are held each 
month and, except for personnel matters, are open. 

The Congregational Assembly also calls a principal whose respon-
sibility is to administer the policies of the Board. The principal, 
with the help of the faculty, suggests changes in policies, curricu-

 

PARKING/PICK-UP 
 

To help alleviate the congestion of after school pick-up, some basic 
guidelines are helpful.  (A diagram is also drawn below.) 

� Please enter the church/school parking lot and form a single 
file line in front of the Early Childhood Building (#200)  along 
the curb.  Students may exit their vehicle and walk into their 
appropriate school building.  Drivers may then cautiously loop 
around the parking lot and exit the drive out to Daisy Moun-
tain or Gavilan Peak Parkway.                                                     

� Always drive forward to the front of the line as far as you can. 

�  If it is necessary to talk to a teacher or another parent, please 
park in a marked parking space.                                                                  

� Parents of all students should always escort children through 
the traffic to the car. Please notify you child’s teacher when you 
come to pick up your child. 

� The morning drop-off procedures are the same as afternoon 
pick-up procedures.

MEDICATION 
 

All medications will be stored and dispensed out of the school of-
fice. At least one week's supply of medication should be on hand in 
the school office. 

□ Long term medication will be dispensed with authorization 
from a licensed physician and the child's parent. 

□ Short term non-prescription medication (such as pain re-
lievers or cough syrup) should be labeled with the child's 
name and recent date. This medication is administered to 
the child only on written authorization from the child's par-
ent. Please send complete written, dated and signed direc-
tions (including times) for any medication 

□ Prescription medication should be in the original container 
that is labeled with the child's name, a recent date (within 6 
months), written directions (including times), and the phy-
sician's name. 

□ The school office should be informed in writing if medica-
tion is begun, discontinued, changed, or used on a trial ba-
sis.  Please complete the medication consent form. 

 
 

PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES 
 

Conferences are scheduled in the fall. We have a half day of student 
classes to accommodate meeting times with all parents. Additional 
conferences may be scheduled any time throughout the year at the 
request of parent or teacher.

Cross of Christ Christian School admits students of any race, color, 
or national and ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, 
and activities, generally accorded or made available to students at 
the school.

 g.  A formal scheduled interview by the principal with the 
 parents may be required before an applicant is admitted.   
2. Upon receipt of these materials, parent will be notified regarding 
the status of the applicant based upon current openings and enroll-
ment priority policy.  Registration Fee is paid.                                                               
3. Applicants in grades 1-5 go through entrance testing.                               
4. If enrollment is accepted and vacancy is available the applicant 
will be placed accordingly.  The child’s spot cannot be held if all 
required information is not completed

Registration and Tuition Fees are set annually by the School Board 
and are published in the beginning of the calendar year. 

 

ATTENDANCE/TARDIES 

 
Regular attendance is essential if a student is to make use of the 
educational opportunities the school offers. Regular attendance 
develops dependability and responsibility in the student and con-
tributes to his or her academic achievement. Chronic absenteeism 
may hamper that achievement. 

Attendance is taken in each room promptly at 8:00 a.m./12:00 p.m. 
daily. Students who arrive after this time must report to the office 
for a tardy slip. 

If a child has seven unexcused tardies per quarter, a disciplinary 
referral will be completed.  A second disciplinary referral will be 
sent after twelve unexcused tardies per quarter. 

ABSENCES 

 
If you are aware that your child is going to be absent or tardy, 
please call the school office before 8:30 a.m. A written or emailed 
note (not a phone call) from a parent is required the first day a stu-
dent returns following the absence.                                                                                          
                                                                                                                                   
In the case of an absence due to illness, the student must be well 
enough to participate fully in school upon his return. In the case of 
a fever, the student must hold a normal temperature for 24 hours 
before returning to school. 

 

LIBRARY 
 

Cross of Christ school library is available for student use through-
out the school week.  Students are responsible  for the condition of 
their borrowed books.  A $20.00 replacement fee will be charged for 
excessive damage or lost books.

LUNCHES 

 
All children in grades Kindergarten through five have the option of 
bringing their lunch or ordering a catered lunch From Our Kitchen to 
Yours.  Nutritious lunches are encouraged; sweets should be lim-
ited. Please do not bring anything from home packed in glass con-
tainers.  Lunches are ordered on a monthly basis.  Individual 
lunches are $3.85. Pizza is catered on Monday. 

Carton 1% milk (white or chocolate) may also be purchased for 
lunch.  An annual milk card may be purchased for $71.00 per stu-
dent or each semester at $36.00 per student.   

Please do not bring in fast food lunches or carbonated beverages. 
You are welcome to join your child for lunch. 

Cross of Christ Christian School is a peanut/nut sensitive school.  
Please do not send any peanut or nut containing products for 
your child to eat during school hours.  If your child has eaten pea-
nut butter or nuts prior to coming to school, please be sure that 
your child’s hands have been washed and teeth brushed before 
entering the buildings.

LIABILITY INSURANCE

bility of the student and/or parents to pick up missed work and/or 
assignments from the school office to be done during the absence. 
 
  

PREARRANGED ABSENCES 

 

If you know your child will be absent for such things as dental ap-
pointments or family travel, please notify your child's homeroom 
teacher a week in advance with a note.  All pre-assigned work is 
due upon the student's return.

Bibles used for  religion classes are  the New International Version. 
Memorization is from the NIV Bible. Students in grades 2-5 will use 
the NIV Bible purchased for them by the school. 

  

BIRTHDAY BOOKS 

Parents, grandparents, and friends my come to the school and pur-
chase a Birthday Book in honor of a child’s birthday, half birthday, 
baptismal birthday, or other special event.  A placard will be placed 
inside the book with an inscription of the event.  The Birthday Book 
is presented to the child at the end of Wednesday chapel and then 
donated to the school library. 

Birthday Books may be purchased for $20.00.  We ask that no books 
other than those pre-purchased and designated school library 
books be used for Birthday Books.  



 

CHAPEL/ALL SCHOOL DEVOTIONS 

 

Chapel services are conducted each Wednesday morning with the 
exception of the first and last days of school and special church fes-
tivals for children in pre-kindergarten through grade five. Students, 
teachers, and staff are actively involved in these services. Parents 
and friends are invited to attend weekly chapel service. 

Daily All School Devotions are also held in the Commons for chil-
dren in grades kindergarten through grade 5.  Students gather with 
teachers for a ten minute devotion of Scripture, singing, catechism, 
prayer, and pledges.   

Tardy students must first go to the office for a tardy slip before go-
ing to All School Devotions or Chapel. 

 
CLASSROOM PARTIES 

 

Throughout the year, class parties are held to celebrate holidays 
such as Christmas, Valentine’s Day, and Easter.  Halloween is not 
observed.  Teachers are responsible for the activities that occur 
within the classroom.  Parents assist the teacher with parties.  

If outside activities are planned by parents for their child’s birth-
day, invitations should be sent to all students in the classroom.  
Otherwise, invitations should be sent through the mail if a party/
event includes less than the entire class.

If your child is showing signs of inflammation, diarrhea, vomiting 
sore throat, persistent cough, earache, discharge from ear or nose, 
skin rash, persistent itching of body or scalp, open or infected sores, 
eye infection and/or temperature over 99 degrees, please do not 
send them to school.  Children should be fever free for 24 hours 
before returning to school. 

Please notify the school immediately if your child has a communi-
cable disease or contagious skin disease.  Children will be excluded 
from school for the prescribed number of days for the following 
diseases:  chicken pox, German measles, mumps, head lice, and 
strep throat.  A doctor’s written release will be needed to return 
back to school. 

In case of emergency, we will contact 911 first, then rely on the blue 
Medical Card that was completed prior to registration.  Please be 
sure we have any updates/changes on personal information.  

 P.E. participation is required for all students unless a doctor's ex-
cuse is written. Preexisting conditions, such as asthma, will be dealt 
with as needed. Any other considerations need to be approved 
through the office. 

HOMEWORK/GRADING (GRADES 2-5) 
 

     □ Percentages are used for graded work and progress re
 ports. 

     □ All work is to be handed in on time (8:00 a.m.). If the stu
 dent is tardy, work is due upon arrival. 

     □ Work not completed on time will lose 20 points off the final 
 grade. If the assignment is still unfinished the next school 
 day, it receives a grade of zero but will still be done. The 
 teacher will notify parents. 

     □ If the work is still not completed, it will be treated as a dis-
 ciplinary  action.

Parent conferences are scheduled with the homeroom teacher at the 
end of the first quarter where report cards are issued and progress 
is reviewed.  Conferences may be scheduled by the parent and/or 
teacher at the end of quarters two and three. 

Parents are encouraged to communicate with their teacher regu-
larly via phone, email, or in person (after 3:15 p.m.) to maintain a 
positive relationship in the academic growth of each child. 

 
DAMAGE 

 

Parents will be financially liable for any loss or damage caused by 
their child to books or any other school property.  Students are re-
sponsible for the condition of their borrowed books.  The total re-
placement costs of any books will be used to assess loss or damage.

School personnel do not administer corporal punishment.  Students

If these expectations are not met, the teacher determines conse-
quences. Serious or continuous cases will result in a conduct refer-
ral being issued. 

Conduct referrals are given for reasons such as:                                  
 □    Disrespect of those in authority                                                     
 □    Disrespect of other students                                                            
 □    Cheating                                                                                              
 □    Stealing                                                                                      
 □    Destruction of school property                                                     
 □    Continuous incomplete assignments                                                
 □    Seven tardies per quarter 

Each conduct referral will result in the following:                                   
 □    The teacher will complete the first referral, with a copy 
        sent to the home to be signed and returned and one  
        copy kept by the teacher. The  teacher will also speak  
        with the parents as a follow-up  to the referral, either in 
        person or by phone the same day.                                                                           
 □    Second referral within a semester - a  meeting with the 
        principal, teacher, parent and student.                                                                                  
 □    Third referral within a semester - an automatic suspen-                                          
        sion. A principal-parent meeting will also be held.                                                                      
 □    Fourth referral within a semester  - will result in dis-  
       missal from the school. 

The principal may use discretion to supersede the above proce-
dures. 

 

 Sexual harassment has the purpose or effect of creating negative 
impact of an individual’s performance or of creating intimidating, 
hostile, or offensive environment and includes, but is not limited to: 

 □    Verbal conduct such as derogatory comments, un-    
        wanted sexual advances, sexual jokes, etc.                                                
 □    Visual conduct such as derogatory cartoons, drawings, 
        pictures, gestures, etc.                                                                           
 □     Physical conduct such as leering, assault, blocking nor
        mal movement, touching an individual’s body or   
        clothes in a sexual way, etc.                                                              
 □    Threats and demands to submit to sexual request.                           
 □    Retaliation for reporting a violation or participating in 
       an investigation. 

Teachers will discuss the policy with the students at the beginning 
of the year in age-appropriate ways and will assure them that they 
need not endure any form of sexual harassment. 

Anyone subject to or witnessing such behavior should immediately 
report it to a teacher, principal or church staff member. 

HEALTH 
 

It is the parents' responsibility to make sure their child arrives in a 
well-prepared manner so that proper learning can occur without 
undue distractions caused by unhealthy habits or lack of good hy-
giene. All students coming to school should be neat, well-groomed, 
and in good health.  

Immunization forms for all students must be up-to-date and in 
the school office no later than the first day of school.  By law, a 
student will be withheld from the classroom after fifteen days if 
immunization records are not complete.

GROUND RULES 
 

All students are to walk in an orderly line on the right side of the 
hallways. 

To ensure a proper learning environment, the noise level in halls 
and in the classrooms should reflect proper respect for other teach-
ers and students. 

Gum, candy, or soft drinks, etc., are not allowed at school and Ex-
tended School Care. 

Bring to school only school materials and other items necessary for 
that day. (Excess money, baseball cards, magazines, etc., do not fall 
in this category.) 

GYMNASIUM USE 
 

While playing in the gym, children must wear tennis/athletic 
shoes. Black marking shoes and stocking feet are not allowed. 

 

HARASSMENT:  STUDENT POLICIES 
 

The School Board asks that this procedure be followed strictly and 
confidentially. Problems do not become solved by circumventing 
this process, but often become aggravated, sometimes with unfair 
damage being done to an individual’s good name. 

Sexual harassment of or by any student shall not be tolerated and 
may result in disciplinary and/or legal action, including possible 
expulsion. 

 

 

 

 DRESS CODE/UNIFORM POLICY 

 
The appearance of a student is the responsibility of the student and 
the parents. We expect students to maintain an appearance that is 
not distracting to teachers or other students nor draws undue atten-
tion or in any way disrupts the instructional program of the school. 
In order to help our children grow in their relationship with Jesus 
Christ, Cross of Christ Christian School wishes to reduce the impor-
tance of expensive apparel and accessories and stress the impor-
tance of the inherent worth of each individual child. It is important 
that children are accepted as a unique child of God rather than be-
ing accepted based on the cost or type of their clothing. By reducing 
the importance of clothing, we can keep the child's focus on his/her 
studies and training and therefore strengthen his/her self-worth as 
a “Child of God.”  

Uniforms create a "Spirit of Unity" and easily identify children as 
members of Cross of Christ Christian School to the community. A 
copy of the Dress Code Handbook is available in the school office.   

Younger students should have an extra set of clothes available in 
their backpack in case an accident occurs.  The Health Department 
mandates that additional clothes be available at all times for chil-
dren (R9-5-501 subsection A#7).     

 

EARLY DISMISSAL 

 

Written permission must be given to your child's teacher when 
picking up your child early. When you arrive to pick up your child, 
proceed to the office to sign him out and get a release form that you 
take to the classroom.  If your child is scheduled to be in another 
location, you should find him or her in the school office.  Children 
need to be signed out in the school office. 



 

ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION POLICY 
 

Students may possess electronic devices including, but not limited 
to cell phones, paging devices, radios, Ipods, etc. during the school 
day from 7:45 a.m. until 3:15 p.m. under the following conditions:     
1) Must be turned off from 7:45 a.m. until 3:15 p.m.                                                                         
2 ) Must be put away and remain out of sight prior to entering the 
classroom. 

Electronic communication devices may be possessed and used after 
school (except for after Extended Care) and at school-sponsored or 
school related activities.  Students in violation of this policy may be 
subject to disciplinary action, including:

EMERGENCY PLANS 
 

Fire and Lock Down drills are conducted on a regular basis accord-
ing to state guidelines.  In the event that children must leave the 
facility, each teacher will have a list of emergency phone numbers 
to contact parents/guardians.  Contacts will be made after students 
are in a safe area. 

Emergency plans have been prepared for a lock down of the build-
ing.  We also follow national terror alert colors.  Green represents 
no real threat; blue being guarded; yellow represents an elevated 
alert; orange shows a high alert and red represents a serious secu-
rity threat that is planned or already in progress.  Keeping children 
in their normal routine is very important as our society experiences 
growing terrorist concerns and alerts.  School will not be cancelled 
when the national colors change unless it is directly affects our city 
or school. 

 

EXTENDED SCHOOL CARE 
 

The goal of Extended School Care is to provide a safe, secure envi-
ronment for each child in a developmentally appropriate  environ-
ment that promotes structured activities and play.   

Extended School Care is open from 7:00 a.m. – 5:30 p.m.  and is 
available to preschool and pre-kindergarten students of Cross of 
Christ Christian School. Payment is made on a monthly basis. There 
will be a late charge of $1.00 per minute per family for those chil-
dren picked up after 5:30 p.m. As with tuition, Extended School 
Care fees are to be paid by the fifth business day of every month to 
avoid a $25.00 monthly late fee. Children may not remain in Ex-
tended School Care unless accounts remain current. 

Students enrolled in Extended School Care should have an extra 
pair of clothing in their backpack as well as a water bottle.  A fold-
ing mat is available for purchase and a sheet should be provided 
for the afternoon. 

Children in Extended School Care fall under all school guidelines 
and rules.
